Rebuilding Together-Roanoke will celebrate our 200th home repair, Rebuilding Day, April 25, 2009. From 

our humble start of four homes repaired in 1999 we have grown to an organization that can change living 

conditions for many in the Roanoke Valley each year. We have expanded with your support and hard work.  

Doris Banksô home on Staunton Avenue will be the 200th home and deservingly the Roanoke Valley 

Association of Realtors will be the House Sponsor and provide the volunteer work crew. RVAR has been a 

valued and greatly appreciated partner since our inception. 

  

Rebuilding Together-Roanoke,s Executive Director, Board Members and staff are extremely proud of the 

generosity that has been on display right here in the Roanoke Valley, When our nation suffered from two 

major hurricanes, Katrina and Rita, a few years ago helpful donations poured in from across the country. We 

wondered if the capacity to give had been stretched when we started our donation drive that year. But our 

community did not miss a beat and not only matched previous donations but we were joined by several new 

partners. Now the country is faced with a deep recession and no immediate end is in sight. But once again 

local business and the community have come through with donated dollars, in-kind materials and volunteers. 

 

2009 will be the best in our eleven year history. We have commitments that will allow us to complete repairs 

on 20 homes Rebuilding Day. An additional 15 homes will be repaired with funding from the Community 

Development Block Grant in partnership with TAP, Habitat for Humanity, the City of Roanoke, Blue Ridge 

Housing Corp. and  the Roanoke Redevelopment and Housing Authority. The largest grant we have received 

to date will target homes in the Hurt Park area of Roanoke City. This past fall we completed badly needed 

upgrades to three homes with grants from Lowes, Sears/Kmart and Home Depot. 

 

SunTrust, as they have every year, is back as a Program Patron with a $10,000 grant.  The Junior League of 

Roanoke Valley has made a three year commitment to sponsor homes for 2009 through 2011. 2009 will also 

kick off our highly anticipated partnership with World Changers. The World Changers program allows youth 

groups from across the country to volunteer and to travel to different locations to provide the labor necessary 

to make home repairs for needy families. Rebuilding Together-Roanoke will administer funding from the 

Community Development Block Grant to provide the application process, logistics and materials that will be 

used by World Changers when they come to the Roanoke area the week of July 18-25, 2009. With our 

partnership with World Changers we can more than double the number of homeowners we can service in a 

year.
