2009 Rebuilding Season 
 

The 2009 Rebuilding season is now complete. Several homes were repaired a week or two before the April 

25th Rebuilding Day and five homes were worked on by the Redeemer Rebuilders in May. In all 31 homes 

were completed including our 200th home. 

 

Doris Banksô house on  Staunton Avenue was our 200th home repaired. The honor of completing her repairs 

fell to the Roanoke Valley Association of Realtors. As a safety improvement, a window on the back of her 

home was removed and changed into a door opening. Then a porch was built and steps were added to grade. 

This change gave the home a second means of egress in the event of a fire. Four new replacement windows 

were added, the front porch was scraped and painted, and a new kitchen cabinet and sink were installed. It 

was appropriate that RVAR was the sponsor and volunteer group that worked on our milestone home. They 

have been a loyal, dependable and steady partner for nearly as long as Rebuilding TogetherðRoanoke has 

been in existence. Our thanks goes out to all who helped us this year and in the past that made reaching this 

milestone possible.  

 

Among the 31 homes repaired this season, 15 were located in the Hurt Park area of Roanoke City. These 

homes were targeted by a Community Development Block Grant.  Fourteen of the homes were repaired by 

volunteers and another by a contractor. Among the volunteers were the Redeemer Rebuilders. The 

Redeemers worked on five homes. The group was formed of area Baptist Churches; Lynn Haven Baptist, 

Catawba Valley Baptist, Melrose Baptist and Bonsack Baptist. Paul McDaniel coordinated the Redeemerôs 

efforts with RTR. Paul has been active with RTR for years and now along with these local churches is an 

important partner. 

 

New sponsors and volunteers contributed to the success of Rebuilding Day 2009. The Junior League of 

Roanoke Valley joined our effort with the first of a three-year grant sponsoring multiple homes each year.  

Along with their sponsorship they sent volunteers to three area homes.  Other new volunteers included 

Structures Design Build,  Bent Mountain Fire and Rescue, Patrick Henry High School and Straight Street 

Ministry to Youth. The Military Officers Association of America had a special attachment to their project. 

They worked on one of three homes sponsored by the Sears/Kmart Heroes at Home program. Their grants 

are directed toward those who have served all of us in the U.S. military.
